1. ENTRY PREREQUISITES  
A) Entry prerequisites for the applicants who have completed equivalent university level undergraduate study programme
· minimum of 180 ECTS credits acquired upon completion of the undergraduate university level study programme of Early and Preschool Education

B) Entry prerequisites for the applicants who have completed analogous university level undergraduate study programme
· minimum of 180 ECTS credits acquired upon completion of an analogous undergraduate university level study programme. Analogous study programmes are those in the field of Pedagogy, Psychology, Education and Rehabilitation Sciences, Kinesiology, Sociology and interdisciplinary social sciences. 
  C) Entry prerequisites for the applicants who have completed professional studies 
· minimum of 180 ECTS credits acquired upon completion of the undergraduate university level study programme or Early and Preschool Education or professional studies equal to the aforementioned programme, providing that the applicant has completed differential programme in order to acquire competencies needed for enrolment in the graduate study programme
 2. SCORING SCHEME
In the selection process, the applicants can acquire maximum of 1000 points based on:
· previous study achievements that are indicated in the study certificate,  diploma supplement or transcript of records – applicants pertaining to the categories 1.A) and 1.B) can acquire at most 800 points, whereas those from the category 1.C) acquire maximum of 600 points
· achievements in previously completed differential programme that enables the applicants to acquire competencies needed for enrolment in the graduate study programme – the applicants pertaining to the category 1.C) can acquire maximum of 200 points
· special accomplishments – maximum of 200 points   

2.1. Scoring of achievements in previous study and differential programme 
The scoring of achievements in previous study and differential programme is based on the grade point average from previous study, i.e. differential programme, and is indicated with two digits after the decimal point.
The number of points that the applicant acquires according to this element is calculated based on the following formula:

2.2. Scoring of special accomplishments 
Special accomplishments will be scored according to the following criteria if the applicant has enclosed appropriate documents about special accomplishments to the application for enrolment: 
1. applicants who have been elected as counsellors or mentors (kindergarten teacher/primary junior grade teacher) – 200 points
2. for the applicants who haven’t been elected as counsellors or mentors the special accomplishments are assessed according to the following criteria:  
· authorship of handbooks and other professional books related to education and teaching – 60 points

· mentoring of students or trainees – 40 points

· participation in the creation of education and training programmes for the development of the Croatian education and training system or in the conduct of research – 40 points
· published papers – 25 points

· lectures at professional conference – 20 points

· regular professional development – 15 points
